stuff that folks here could use, but I need help bringing it 
back.

Your friend seems to think it's a trap.

FAELAR I've watched for three days now and haven't seen a soul 
except squirrels. The soldiers are on the other side of the 
valley now. I'm telling you, they're not gonna bother with one 
broken wagon.

All right. I'll help you get it.
FAELAR Wait, really? I mean, that's great! I don't have much coin, but 

I'm sure there's something in the wagon that's valuable.

FAELAR I'm gonna grab some supplies. When you're ready, meet me 
on the south road and we'll go together.
